Their goal is to give the families a hand up while 
they work toward a more permanent place to 
live. If your church isn’t involved or unable to 
house families, consider providing a meal or two 
at a church that does house them. Every volun-
teer is appreciated!
We were blessed with evening communion wor-
ship led by Bishop Jim Gonia. His presence and 
his words were inspiring even if (as he admitted) 
he had never preached on the book of Joshua!

Relaxing and en-
ergizing at the same time!  Later we participated 
in a guided meditation which was just what a lot 
of us needed!  It was calming and grounding and 
helped us all refocus for the rest of the evening 
lead by Debra Haar, treasurer of the RMSWO. 

We heard from Susan Bolduc; she spoke to us 
about “Beyond Charity”. It was very informative, 
and she provided us with many resources to learn 
more about civic engagement.

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When it’s Hard to be Thankful 
November is the time of year when we focus on 
giving thanks for all God has given us. 

But what do we do when it’s really hard to give 
thanks? What do we do if the world around us 
seems to have gone mad, or if our family is tear-
ing itself apart, or if our body or mind is betray-
ing us: How do we give thanks to God then? How 
do we even acknowledge God as good? 

Paul writes: “Three times I appealed to the Lord 
about this, that [my affliction] would leave me,

At Sarah’s Home we believe in reaching as many 
people as possible in order to educate them about 
trafficking in our nation. We believe that educa-
tion is vital in the prevention of trafficking. Once 
that information has been shared, it’s not uncom-
mon that people then ask, “now what? How do I 
help protect the kids in my life? In my sphere of 
influence?” We hear you, and we want to help! 

Before we jump into some resources, it is im-
portant for you to hear this. The most important 
thing that you can do for the kids in your life is to 
LOVE, ENCOURAGE and SUPPORT them. Most of 
the resources we are going to share have a similar 
heartbeat which is, while these conversations are 
important to have, the best thing that you can do 
for kids in your life is to be a safe place for them. 
That means showing up in the little things so that 
when the world gets scary. Don’t underestimate 
the importance of your presence in the lives of 
these kids. It matters! 

It may be tempting to want to keep your kids as 
close as possible at all times after hearing about 
the realities of trafficking. But the truth is that at 
some point in their life, kids will encounter and 
interact with the world. As people of influence in 
their life, what will you do to help build resilience 
in them? Then, when they encounter something 

scary, they will have the tools to know what to do. 
We would suggest that you talk to them. That you 
take the time to have some difficult and some-
times uncomfortable conversations with them. 
We recognize that this is an easy thing to say, but 
can be really intimidating to execute. That is why 
we want to give you resources that will empower 
you to feel confident in initiating these conversa-
tions.

We also understand that there are so many dif-
ferent angles that this subject can be approached. 
Depending on the age of the child, these conver-
sations need to look different. Our hope is to give 
you a wide range of resources so that you can 
pick ones that work well for you and the kids in 
your life.

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Are you one of the nearly 67% of American adults 
who don’t have a will? Then National Make-A-Will 
Month, observed each August, is a perfect time to 
make end-of-life decisions. (And if you do have a 
will allow this month to serve as a reminder to 
review and update your will.) 

Wills are not just for rich people. Everyone should 
have a will. If a person doesn’t have a will, the 
state will impose a pattern of distribution of as-
sets. That pattern may or may not be what the de-
ceased would have wanted. That’s one reason it’s 
important to have a will. With a will, an individu-
al decides how to distribute assets. That could be 
cash savings, real estate, or stocks. It could just as 
easily be an antique glass collection, photos and 
slides from three decades of vacations, or spe-
cialty tools for quilting or woodworking. What 
happens to digital accounts, another type of as-
set, can also be resolved in a will. 

Having a will can also be seen as a gift to loved 
ones. It helps those who survive know what to 
do. The presence of a will has the potential, too, 
to stave off arguments among survivors. It’s no 
guarantee that two grandchildren aren’t going to 
fight over who gets the collection of troll dolls, 
but at least grandma’s will can make it clear who 
she wants to inherit that special collection. 

With a will, a person can plan for those in their 
care. A legal guardian for children can be named 
(is that something one would want to leave to the 
state to decide?) Who will care for Fluffy or Rov-
er? That can be established in a will too. 

Some people find it challenging in their lifetimes 
to be as generous as they would like to be. Tith-
ing may be somewhat beyond what a person has 
been able to accomplish during their lifetime. But 
setting aside a tithe in a will to a local congrega-
tion or a church college is as simple as saying “ten 
percent of my estate shall go to [insert institu-
tion}. “ 

Whether you are creating a will now or review-
ing an existing one, pause this month to consider 
what you value and make sure those values are re-

flected in your will. If your participation in Wom-
en of the ELCA has been important throughout 
your lifetime, then won’t you remember Women 
of he ELCA with a gift through your estate plan? 
Such a gift can help ensure that long after your 
life on this side of God’s commonwealth is over, 
other women will experience the importance of 
the church’s women’s organization. 

Right now, you might consider making an estate 
gift to 2122: Growing Katie’s Fund for the next 
100 years, a campaign to raise $1 million for Ka-
tie’s Fund that is designed to support the orga-
nization into the next 100 years of mission and 
ministry. Go to the website for the Women of the 
ELCA for more information. 

Why is making a will important? 

WHITE CHICKEN CHILI (6 Servings)
1 medium onion, finely chopped
3 T. olive oil
1 (4 oz.) can chopped green chilies Salsa

2 t. ground cumin

More than 251 Women of the ELCA voting mem-
bers worshipped together, conducted business 
and elected new officers and churchwide execu-
tive board members during the Twelfth Triennial 
Convention, Sept. 18-21, in Phoenix, Arizona. 

The voting body elected Myrna Wells-Ulland, 
Phoenix, Arizona (Grand Canyon Synodical Wom-
en’s Organization), as president shown above. 

“Women of the ELCA is a wonderful organiza-
tion,” said Myrna Wells-Ulland, elected on the 
fourth ballot as the organization’s president for 
the 2023-2026 triennium. “I love the things we 
do [and] all of the initiatives we have.

Please sign up as follows:
